Valley AFC Travel Teams

Sponsorship & Fundraising Guidelines

Valley AFC travel teams are faced with numerous challenges during the season. One very important one is the financial well being of their team. While teams need to have the freedom to raise money as they see fit, each team is part of the Club as a whole, where they need to comply with a consistent Club image and policy. Discussed in this document are team sponsorships and fundraising guidelines and use of the Valley AFC name and logo.

1. Sponsors

Travel teams are encouraged and expected to find their own team sponsors. Very often there are people associated with the team that may be willing to be a sponsor. Sponsors, rightfully, may want recognition for their donations. There are separate guidelines for using the Valley AFC name and Club Logo, please refer to it when unsure of name and/or logo placement. The Board must approve any alteration of the name “Valley AFC” or “VAFC” or the Club Logo.
a. Potential sponsor recognition areas:

i. Practice tee

Practice tee shirts may be purchased and the team sponsor(s) placed on the back. The front logo is to be the design as approved by the Marketing committee for team tee shirts.

ii. Tent

Tents that are purchased for the team may have the team sponsor placed on it.

iii. Others

There are, obviously, numerous sponsorship programs available. Consult Marketing Director for any other ideas and/or possible programs for authorization.

2. Fundraising

Travel teams are encouraged and expected to do their own fundraising and organize their own fundraising activities as long as they do not conflict or compete with Club activities.

a. Potential fundraisers:

i. Carwash

Carwashes are a great idea for raising money for the team and are great for team bonding as well.

ii. Wendy Bucks

Certificates are purchased from Wendy’s. Team makes $.50 on the dollar.

iii. Supporter Tees

Supporter tees are available for players as well as parents/friends, etc. See Marketing Director for more information.

iv. Others

There are, obviously, numerous fundraising ideas and programs available. Consult Marketing Director for any other ideas and/or possible programs for authorization.

There shall be no team fundraising activities at Valley AFC club events, except those activities described later in this document and as authorized by the Board. Valley AFC events are those events that are sponsored and sanctioned by the Club, such as Opening Day Activities, BRCL matches, Tournaments, etc.
3. U14 International Soccer Tournament Experience
Fundraising is the responsibility of the team. The teams will coordinate and participate in fundraising events to help subsidize the cost of the trip. The Marketing Director must approve any individual team fundraising event at VAFC events, such as Opening Day, Tournaments, etc. To avoid any confusion, any fundraising that is done by the team at Valley AFC sanctioned events must be clearly identified as benefiting the team, not the Club. If a player decides not to participate, any fundraising funds raised by that player, will be distributed evenly among the attending players.
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
